	Pro j ect Description: Bedford Senior Campus is a proposed 78-unit senior housing development to be located on the site of the former tuberculosis hospital buildings currently owned by the Urban Redevelopment Authority and the Christopher Smith Terrace building in the Hill District neighborhood of Pittsburgh. The development will be owned by a joint venture that is comprised of community-based organization Hill Community Development Corporation and Catalyst Communities LLC.  The redevelopment will include the acquisition and adaptive reuse of the three URA owned Western Restoration buildings (buildings 1, 2, and 3), the rehab of existing units in the Christopher Smith building, and the addition of a new construction buildings into a Senior rental housing development.  Of the 78 one-bedroom apartments, 11 units will be fully accessible (UFAS compliant).  All units will be affordable to households with incomes up to 60% of the area median income.  The rehabilitation construction includes upgrade of all common areas including parking lots and sidewalks, common area lighting, apartment kitchens and bathrooms.  

All buildings are designated as Historic Places, allowing the design of the redevelopment to maintain its historic characteristics of the Greater Hill District’s built and natural environment.

Building 2 of the Western Restoration buildings will remain a commercial building with SarahCare, an adult daycare provider, as the proposed tenant.

An application has been submitted to the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh for 53 Project Based Section 8 Vouchers and gap financing.
